e Inorder to receive tuition assistance, you must first use the FACTS Tuition Mgt. & Financial Aid Service. Go to
online.factsmgt.com/aid for filing online; the cost is $34.00 and families have until April 15" to apply. After you
have submitted your application to FACTS we will call you to schedule an appointment with the principal to further
discuss your tuition assistance needs. No appointments will be scheduled unless the FACT application has been
completed. If you received diocesan and/or in-house tuition assistance for the 2025-2026 school year, and
you anticipate that you'll need financial assistance again for the 2026-2027 school year, you must apply
through FACTS first. The office will then call you to set up an appointment.

e Registration 2026-2027 paperwork was in last week’s Monday envelope. Please fill out the “Intent to Return” form.
Per Diocesan guidelines, we are switching our registration procedures to a Re-Enrollment in FACTS. This allows
Saint Ann to transfer over students each year without the registration process. If your child is not returning, we would
delete them out of the system based on your intent. Your registration payment will be applied to your family account.
If you need to make payments, check the box on the intent form so we can break that up for you.

e Registration 2026-2027 — Deadline for 2025-2026 Registration is 4/27/26 ($50 late fee). Please fill out the intent to
return forms. This lets the office know so we don’t over whelm you with emails.

e Tuition assistance reminders and parent hours reports are going out in the Monday envelopes.

e Immunizations needed for the 2026-2027 school year for 7™ graders. All sixth graders going into the 7" grade
must have the TDAP booster shot and a second Varicella. Bring the shot records to the school office by August 6™.
All students need complete records of immunizations prior to entering school. Children will not be admitted to a
classroom unless their immunizations are up-to-date. As of July 1, 2019, California Health Laws require that students
entering the 7th grade must have two doses of Varicella and a Tetanus, Diphtheria, Pertussis (Tdap) booster, given
after age 7, prior to entering the 7th grade. This school immunization law affects all students in public and private
schools.

e May 1% is the deadline for logging all of your hours for this year. Please keep in mind that half your hours MUST be
fundraising (anything that makes the school money). Seder Meal and Color Run are the last planned events requiring
parent hours.
